Divine Mercy at our April 8th Fraternity Gathering ς  

Divine Mercy Sunday 

 
Carol beautifully presented our ongoing formation on Divine 

Mercy Sunday. In the Chapel, Carol led us in the Divine 

Mercy Chaplet, a devotion familiar to some, entirely new to 

others.  

Carol highlighted the centrality of óMercyô in Franciscan 

spirituality. In his Testament, Francis describes óMercyô is a 

key element in his own conversion:  

The Lord gave me, Brother Francis, thus to begin doing 

penance in this way: for when I was in sin, it seemed too 

bitter for me to see lepers. 

And the Lord Himself led me among them and I showed 

mercy to them. And when I left them, what had seemed 

bitter to me was turned into sweetness of soul and body. 

And afterwards I delayed a little and left the world 

(Testament, 1:1ï3). 

Carol then invited us to feel the social isolation of a leper. 

As we walked from the St. Clare Chapel to the Ibarra room, 

we had óclickersô or bells (or announced verbally, óUnclean!) 

so that others could avoid us. We could experience being 

marked, of being óset apartô from the community.  

Carol continued her experiential thought exercise once back 

in our meeting room with an experience of begging as a leper 

would do ï keeping in mind a leperôs frail hands, difficult 

mobility, and lack of dexterity. We used bowls of yummy 

cheesy crackers for our exercise, but it did very effectively 

make her point that this was a very difficult life.  

Carol invited us to contemplate an image (right) of St. Francis 

bathing a leper and to imagine the courage it took to get this 

close and intimate to a person with what, at the time of St. 

Francis, was believed to be a highly contagious disease and 

tenderly kissing a leperôs hands. 

We are invited to reflect on the lepers in todayôs society and 

follow in the footsteps of St. Francis.

Gospel for Sunday, May 6th & Reflection (here) from Franciscan University 

Love one another! 

Read John 15 (or the Gospel for 
May 6, 2018ôs - John 15 9-17).  
 
While thinking about the following 
ñLectoò from the Catholic Prayer 
Bible page 1709.  
Chapter 10 emphasized faith, 
Chapter 15 emphasizes love.  
 
Disciples must remain with Jesus, 
and must bear fruit, must take care 
of each other. They are friends of 
each other. They are friends of 
Jesus, and then are friends of each 
other. They will have problems in 
the world, but they have the 
promise of the Holy Spirit who will 
defend the followers of Jesus. 
 
Reflect: In this gospel disciples are 
called not to love their enemies but 
to love each other, to love the 
members of the community. How 
can you possibly love or care for 
those who are outside your 
community unless you first love 
those who share your beliefs? 
 
Pray: Pay attention in your prayers 
to those who share your beliefs. 
Pray for the ability to be sensitive to 
those members of your community 
who need your help. 
 
Act: Perform some act of kindness 
for a member of your community of 
faith. Become a volunteer for some 
ministry in your church 

Gospel  Jn 15:9-17 (6th Sunday or Easter) 
 
Jesus said to his disciples: 
"As the Father loves me, so I also love you. Remain in 
my love. If you keep my commandments, you will 
remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father's 
commandments and remain in his love. 
 
"I have told you this so that my joy may be in you 
and your joy might be complete. This is my 
commandment: love one another as I love you. No one 
has greater love than this, to lay down one's life for 
one's friends. You are my friends if you do what I 
command you. I no longer call you slaves, 
because a slave does not know what his master is 
doing. 
 
I have called you friends, because I have told you 
everything I have heard from my Father. It was not you 
who chose me, but I who chose you and appointed you 
to go and bear fruit that will remain, so that whatever 
you ask the Father in my name he may give you. 
This I command you: love one another."

I have included this information on the ñFranciscan Crown, or The Rosary of the Seven Joys of the 
Blesses Virgin Mary,ò as the legend/story of the young Novice, (a person in the last stage of 
formation) always is a joy to read and meditate on. Also some of our Candidates may not have yet 
learned about our beautiful óFranciscan Crown Rosaryô This card, believe it or not, came in a book 
that I ordered from Amazon.com, I have one that I got years ago, but it is yet older than this one. It is 
from 1952, same year our fraternity was founded, and has all the indulgences that Pope Saint Pius 
the X had granted, but since then were removed by Vatican II. As you can read here, it is still a 
beautiful devotion, and carries the same indulgences as saying a five decade chaplet of the
